Why Invest in PIANO 
LESSONS?

•	 It teaches the basics of music, 
which will aid in singing or in 
learning another instrument 
later.

•	 The technique required for 
playing the piano is much easier 
(than another instrument).

•	 It will reveal and develop your 
musical talents.

•	 It will prepare you for future 
opportunities of service for 
God.

•	 It’s fun to play the piano!

•	 It’s rewarding to see your 
progress and achievements.

•	 It could develop into a lifelong 
career or hobby.

•	 You need to know music if you 
ever want to write your own 
songs!

•	 You will never regret it!  (but 
many have regretted that they 
didn’t take piano lessons or 
that they stopped.)

•	 You may become a famous 
musician, play in concerts, or 
make a CD – but you’ll never 
know if you don’t start! 

What can we expect from 
piano lessons?

With any music lessons, time and 
practice are key factors.  In piano, 
it takes time to learn to associate 
the notes and their values on a 
page of music with the positions 
and movements of the fingers.  to 
coordinate multiple notes, in both 
hands, that produce a pleasurable 
sound takes more time. As a matter 
of fact, a pianist spends a lifetime 
putting all these elements together!  
But this is truly time well spent;  
With patience and longevity will 
come joy and accomplishment.

The other key factor to progress in 
any worthwhile activity is found 
in the practice.  The more a student 
practices the assigned material from 
his lessons, the more quickly those 
skills are developed.  Even students 
who have a natural bent toward 
music must still apply disciplined 
exercise of skills to become 
proficient.  Parental involvement 
and accountability is also key.

The lessons are important and 
needed, but the real learning takes 
place in between the lessons.

What will piano lessons 
cost?

There will be 32-34 private lessons 
during the 2010-11 school year, 
based on the school calendar (see 
Piano Calendar for details),

Monday students:  32 lessons 
monthly fee:  $75.00

Tues./Weds. students:  34 lessons 
monthly fee:  $79.00

The monthly fee remains the same 
regardless of the actual weeks or 
lessons in the month.  The fee is 
based on the yearly piano rate of 
$675 for Monday students and $711 
for other students, which is then 
divided up into 9 equal payments, 
which are usually 4 weeks apart.  
That makes it easy and predictable 
for you and for me.

You will receive a statement each 
month, reminding you of the pay-
ment due, and billing you for any 
music purchased for the student.  
Please remit payments according to 
the schedule, making checks pay-
able to Susie Jones.  Lessons may be 
discontinued if accounts fall two 
or more months behind.
